  In order to get a FREE library card at any one of the six library locations, residents of these 

cities plus all residents of the unincorporated areas of Okaloosa County should bring something with 

adequate proof of address.  Residents of any military installation located within Okaloosa County are 

eligible for free membership, and active duty military always ride FREE on the WAVE.  Any 

employee of Okaloosa County or a member city may also apply for a free library card regardless of 

their place of residence. Citizens who do not fall into one of the categories mentioned above may be 

required to pay a fee to attain membership in a library for one year.
