Colby V. Fisher – Royal Roofing LLC
Ms. Lisa Payton informed the Board regarding the findings of staff regarding Colby V. Fisher who qualifies Royal Roofing LLC which include: 

· Complaints from customers regarding lack of inspections once the work was completed on their roofs.
· Found permits dating back 2 years that were open or expired without a passed inspection.
Ms. Payton stated that Mr. Fisher was duly noticed regarding this meeting; however, staff recently learned that the original qualifier of the company left about the same time as the complaints were made.  Ms. Payton updated the Board regarding the current status of those permits with issues.  Ms. Payton further stated that staff believes that sufficient evidence exists to find probable cause.  Ms. Payton noted that Mr. Fisher is the qualifier who has recently taken over the business.

Ms. Payton answered questions from the Board.

Ms. Tracy Fisher and Mr. Colby Fisher, co-owners of Royal Roofing LLC, were present to explain the changeover of the company. 

Ms. Fisher stated that she is working to get all of the permits inspected and closed and answered questions from the Board.  
Mr. Colby Fisher answered questions from the Board. 

A brief discussion ensued.

David L. Shields – Royal Roofing & Restoration LLC
